RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING PROVISIONAL AUTHORIZATION OF 
“GREEN INTERSTATE” SEGMENT THROUGH OUR CITY OR TOWN
WHEREAS our city or town of ____________________________________________, Michigan is interested in promoting economic development and enhancing the quality of life for all of our local residents; and
WHEREAS development by the people in the State of Michigan of green vehicles is critical to the economic well-being of everyone in Michigan; and
WHEREAS there is a need to provide statewide and interstate routes that promote and facilitate use of innovative new green vehicles created by entrepreneurs and inventors that travel at lower speeds than do vehicles traveling on interstate highways; and
WHEREAS the State of Michigan has by legislative reference adopted the United States government’s Low Speed Vehicle (LSV) definition and currently allows LSVs to operate, while staying as far to the right side of roadways as practical; and

WHEREAS we are located on the roadway known as Michigan 12 (M12), a portion of the U.S. 12 highway running from Detroit, Michigan to Aberdeen, Washington; and 

WHEREAS the 24 cities and towns along the 212 mile length of M12 are joined by a common desire to promote tourism on the M12 Heritage route and corridor; therefore
BE IT RESOLVED that we give our fullest support to creation of a Green Interstate for the United States of America by hereby manifesting our willingness to have the Green Interstate come through our city or town, subject to the following provisions; that,
THIS GOVERNING BODY will have, to the extent we desire, a representative on the leadership organization which will meet on a regular basis to develop and evolve standards for a green interstate and facilitate implementation of the green interstate; that,

THE ROAD INTO, OUT OF, AND THROUGH OUR CITY OR TOWN will be made safe and hospitable for green vehicles while also being kept safe and open for vehicles driven by local residents, vehicles of commerce, and vehicles of other travelers; and that,
IMPLEMENTATION DATE of this resolution will be when the governing body or council of each local city or town government adjoining the Michigan 12 corridor has received notification that this or a similar resolution has been passed by one hundred percent (100%) of the governing councils of cities and towns along the M12 corridor.
